Character Trait of the ﬂfﬂnﬂ:‘ﬁ-

The trait for the month of November iz Responsibilify. Please commumicate with your
child what responsibility means to you. Discuss with your child your expectations for
their responsibility at school, home and in the commumity. Children need three things in
order to develop responsible behavior:

1. Clsar Expectations- The clearer the expectatbion, the easier it 15 to measure the
level of a child’s responsibility. Often, there is frustration because a child does
not clearly understand what 13

2. Consistent Approval- A child’s motivation to become more responsible is directly
comnected to affirmation and praise. Children need to know that they have done a
good job. The more specific approval, the more effective it is at helping children
learn how to mmprove what they do.

3. Growing Trust- Children leamn at an early age that, after being trusted with little
things, they can be trusted with more. As they enter and move through their
school years, children become increasingly able to manage matters like
homework and school projects on their own. Conseguently, each year a child
should take on more responsibilities in the classroom and at home.
